1. CHAIRMAN’S OPENING REMARKS AND APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Cllr Thomas welcomed all to the meeting.

There were no apologies for absence.

Cllr James reported that she now has an interest in the Wootton Village Hall as a Trustee, added to annual list of declarations.
			
3.  	PUBLIC CONTRIBUTION TIME

LHRC Consultative Committee: An attempt to set up this committee was unsuccessful, LHRC have decided to set this up themselves and correspond with DDC. It was previously understood that DDC would take a lead, but this situation has changed. Cllr Thomas reiterated that noise monitoring will be the central driver for any committee. 
Calendar changes at LHRC cause issues for Wootton Village Hall as they try to schedule events such as weddings in quiet periods.

Cllr Beaney (DDC & KCC) fully supports residents but emphasised that the DDC stance of support in in line of the regeneration and tourism programmes of the Council. Cllr Beaney hold a view that DDC Officers may not have given support to residents and is working to address this internally at DDC. Cllr Beaney concluded by agreeing to approach LHRC as a DDC and KCC member.

6.  	DISTRICT & COUNTY COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

Cllr Beaney (DDC) 
The Open Golf at Sandwich has brought some benefits to the district, the financial costs are yet to be reported but Cllr Beaney will inform parishes when this is known. The event proved to be a useful networking opportunity for inward investment.

Dover’s seafront area can become the flagship with stalls etc.

Waste collection service: Veolia’s plan to reduce operations from 5 to 4 days has not been successful. Their staff are now working extended hours which has resulted in a loss of staff. Only 2 companies tendered for the contract, Cllr Beaney has asked for information regarding the performance element of the contract and will report back.

Cllr Beaney (KCC)
The Kent Show will be taking place at Detling on 29/30th August.
IBF at Whitfield – this is now going to be 1/3 to 1/3 of the original proposed size, DEFRA are now looking for an alternative site however 70 jobs have been created.
At KCC Cllr Beaney is participating in the Parenting and Fire Brigade panels.

Cllr James asked Cllr Beaney for support as the Community Fast Fibre bid has been thwarted by Openreach, after that KCC refused the grant request, although this may be a budget issue. Cllr James will share correspondence with KCC to Cllr Beaney – to be followed up.

8.	PARISH

i. Highways, footpaths, public rights of way

Cllr Bevan will circulate an updated Highways Improvement Plan and will follow up moving the signs with KCC, this will include moving the 30mph signs in Wootton. To be added to the next agenda for follow up and decision.

Street lighting – the DDC contractor has replaced some bulbs but new power connections are needed for some poles.

Cllr Bevan is working with Finns regarding Wootton Banks and The Street as these areas are owned by Denton Estate.

Wootton Parkside – the pond will be re-lined which should also take water run-off from the road. The triangle is reducing in size and will need reinstatement. Once the development is complete KCC will be asked for bollards to protect it.

The village clean up is scheduled for 11th September.
